
Frankfurt Airport
SAT’s Frankfurt training facilities are located just by Frankfurt Airport, 
the home base of Star Alliance. With some 56 million travellers a year, 
the airport is not only Germany’s biggest but one of the ten largest in 
the world. It is also home to over 300 food, drink and retail outlets.

A free shuttle bus runs from the airport bus station (terminal 1, arrival 
hall B) to the Lufthansa Flight Training Center (Gate 23). The bus – 
which will show the destination “WEST (Tor 25)” – runs daily, at seven-
minute intervals from 03:49 to 23:49 and at 15-minute intervals from 
23:49 to 02:19.

To get back to the airport, take the shuttle bus heading for “Terminal 
1”. This also runs daily, at seven-minute intervals between 03:43 and 
23:58 and at 15-minute intervals from 23:58 to 02:13.

Public transport
If you need to get from Frankfurt to another German city, head for the 
“Frankfurt Flughafen Regionalbahnhof” (terminal 1, arrival hall B, level 
0) for local and regional train services, or to “Frankfurt am Main 
Flughafen Fernbahnhof” for longer-distance trains.

Tickets can be obtained at the “DB Reisezentrum” (terminal 1, arrival 
hall B, level 0), at the “Regionalbahnhof”, at the self-service ticket ma-
chines of the RMV (terminal 1, level 0) or at the AIRail terminal.
